RDS-Sliders might cause hard or soft openings, line entanglements, abnormal wear and tear on your equipment, etc.   If you cannot accept these facts: 

! DON’T USE any RDS-SLIDER !

Scope of supply and absolutely required Pre-Inspection:

1-   RDS-Slider:  In order to improve the openeing characteristics, you might notice that the length and the

      width of your new slider are possibly smaller or larger, than your original slider.  

2-   Rings:  The inside diameter of the rings must be smaller than the outside diameter of the sewn-in slider-

      stoppers at the skirt of your canopy. 

      Before installing the 4 stainless steel rings, make sure that the rings are not damaged, or have dents and

      that there are no burrs.

     The large rings must be, on the inside and the outside, absolutly smooth (high gloss polishing), as otherwise

      your lines will get damaged over time.

If these criterias are not met, pls contact us right away ! !

3-   Bridle line: 2 short (connected to the Slider) and one long line (to be connected to the POD).

4-   BridlePouch: for access bridle line material to be sewn-in into the POD, incl. sewing instructions.

5-   RDS-Slider Manual (2-page written section, a 2-page photos section, Annex to the manual)
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Connecting the Stainless Steel Rings:

1-     Disconnect the line sets from the 4 riser.

2-    Remove the present slider.

3-    Slip on the 4 stainless steel rings.

4-    Reattach the line sets to the risers.
       DO NOT use steel connector links, but use the soft links ! !

5-    Make a line continuity check and make corrections, 
       if you find any misrouted lines.

6-    Have an experienced rigger check your work !

7-    Done.

Connecting the RDS-Slider bridleline to the POD:

1-    Detach the bridle connector link on the inside of the POD from the apex ring on top of your canopy.

2-    Now attach the RDS-slider bridle to this just opened connector link e on the inside of your POD.

3-   Tighten the nut on the connector link, while making sure not to over-tighten, as you might damage the

       thread.

4-   Have an experienced rigger check your work !

5-   Done.

Note: You may also use the RDS-Slider without the bridle connection to the POD: leave the POD attached to the canopy as normal and remove the RDS-slider bridle line assembly from the RDS slider.

Packing the canopy (please see also to document “RDS 94102 Manual Photos 708.doc” with photos :

1-    Start your regular Pro-Pack procedure, by laying the four line groups over your shoulder (Fig. 1).

2-    Now attach the slider to the rings, while making sure that the disconnect-handle on the RDS is facing

       upwards and  that the RDS-slider bridle is closest to the tail.

3-    First route the left loop on the left slider corner, farest away from you, thru the small hole of the

       slider ring.   The loop is than facing down.

4-    Then route this loop up, thru the # 0 slider grommet and slide the retainer suspension line, which is 

       facing you, thru this loop. If required use the LookMa® Paraphernalia Pull-Up cord, or bend the corner
       down to gain more slack in the loop.

5-   Make sure that the retainer suspension line is securing the loop properly and that it does not stick out 

      beyond the outer skirt of the RDS slider.

6-   Continue with the other three ring loops as described above.

7-    Now proceed with the actual packing procedure as usual and check afterwards, that the retainer  

       suspension line is correctly positioned within the ring retainer loops.
       The slider is ready to go and should be handled the way you previously handled your old slider, while
       making sure to keep tension on all suspension lines of your canopy.

8-    Wrap the tail around the canopy and make sure that the two RDS-slider bridle lines are in the centre 

        of the tail and not between any other suspension lines (Fig. 2).

9-    Lay the canopy on the ground and stow into the POD as usual, while making sure that the RDS-slider 

       bridle is routed over the tail. The access RDS-slider bridle line is laying outside of the POD (Fig. 2 - 8).
10-  When the canopy is stowed into the POD, lay the remaining RDS-slider bridle line in S-Folds between

       the tail and the POD (Fig. 9 - 12). Or, when you have installed the LookMa® BridlePouch into your POD,
       then lay the bridle line in S-folds in that pouch.

11-   Now close the POD as usual.

12-  Have an experienced rigger check your first packjobs, untill you feel confident to have done everything
       correct ! 

13-   Done. 

Disconnecting your RDS-Slider / POD assembly in the air:

1-    Always open at high altitude (above 4500 feet), as you need time to do your slider-work and to do you 

       practice turns.

2-    Make sure your canopy is fully open and ready to fly.

3-    Check the area for other jumpers and leave that area, if there are any other jumpers in your vicinity.

4-    Do not release the brakes yet, unless you have to avoid other jumpers, but in such a case rather use 

       the rear risers for turning.           ! BE SAFE !

5-    Pull the handle in the middle of the slider (or the two handles on the sides), so that all four rings are released.

6-    Now stow the RDS-slider / POD Assembly under your sweatshirt on your stomach and/or chest. 

       It does not look cool, but this gives you the best aero-dynamics.

7-    Slip the rings all the way down to the riser joints.
8-    Enjoy your flight ! !

! Attention !

If your RDS Slider becomes wet, please dry in the shade and under tension: diagonaly from ring to ring (for example with tent stakes), in order to avoid shrinkage as much as possible.  

NEVER dry in direct sunlight or in heat (laundry dryer) !
